Nemesis by Philip Roth – Roth’s latest novel tells of the effect of the polio epidemic of 1944 on a close-knit family in Newark. As Bob Cohn states of Roth in his review of the novel in the October 13 edition of the St. Louis Jewish Light, “Nemesis reconfirms his credentials as perhaps the greatest living American Jewish novelist.”

The Trials of Zion by Alan Dershowitz – the famous attorney has written another novel, this time a “thriller” about Middle East terrorism, a female attorney, a trial of a Palestinian and a love story. Whew!!! Sure to be popular.
