The Jewish Federation in St. Louis established the Commission in 1977.  Originally affiliated with the Central Agency for Jewish Education, it became an independent entity in 1978.  In 1983 the Jewish Community Relations Council (JCRC) assumed administrative control of the Commission and established the St. Louis Center for Holocaust Studies, which became independent in 1993, with the Museum and Learning Center opening shortly thereafter.  The Holocaust Museum & Learning Center in Memory of Gloria M. Goldstein became a reality in 1995.  Earlier records of the St. Louis Holocaust Commission (1977-1989) make up the bulk of this collection.
