Winter Harvest: Jewish Writing in St. Louis

Submission Guidelines

Winter Harvest: Jewish Writing in St. Louis sequels to the anthologies First Harvest: Jewish Writing in St. Louis, 1991-1997 and New Harvest: Jewish Writing in St. Louis, 1998-2005 edited by Howard Schwartz and Barbara Raznick, will be published in the spring of 2011. This anthology will feature writings which enhance and enrich Jewish life, submitted by members of the St. Louis Jewish community, including present and former St. Louisans. The types of works to be included will be fiction, poetry, folklore, life stories, essays, modern midrashim and art. This publication is being made possible by contributions by dedicated members of the community under the guidance of Maurice (Bud) Hirsch and Robert Kohn.
In order to submit works for consideration for Winter Harvest, the following guidelines must be observed:

1. All submissions must be submitted electronically as a Microsoft Word document attachment to an email or as a scan in the case of art sent to braznick@jfedstl.org.  
2. The work must be original and unpublished and all rights to the work must be under the control of the author. In exceptional cases, previously published work will be considered. If submitting such work, please clearly identify as such.

3. Please include another document with the author’s name, address, telephone number, email address and brief biographical information (3 or 4 sentences.)

4. We anticipate a publication of approximately 500 pages and hope to include more than 100 contributors.
5. The deadline for submission will be September 30, 2010. Acceptance letters will be sent out no later than December 31, 2010.

6. Be certain to maintain copies of all works submitted. The Brodsky Library Press will not be responsible for works inadvertently lost.

7. All works published will be copywritten by Winter Harvest with the understanding that all future publication rights to the work will remain with the author.

8. All contributors whose works are published in Winter Harvest will receive one copy of the publication and additional copies may be purchased at a 50% discount. We are planning a reception and reading in the spring of 2011 at which all published contributors will be invited to participate.
